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1. The Greatest Bias and Bigotry
The greatest bias and bigotry in the United States today by far is anti-Catholicism.
Harvard Professor Arthur Schlesinger observed that prejudice against the Catholic

3. God’s Masterplan For Salvation

6. As John Leo pointed out in his article in 'S News and World Report, March 18, 2002, the
news media are damaging their honesty and credibility.

Quoting Bernard Goldberg's book, Bias, “the packaging of news reflects an anti-relicious. anti-Christian,
anti-Catholic, anti-family, anti-decency, and anti-life world view.” Tammy Bruce's new book. The New
Trought Police: Inside the Lefi's Assauli on Free Speech and Free Minds, corroborates both Goldberg
and Leo. The American newsroom culture is so strongly pro-cheice, pro-homeosexual, pro-pornography,
and anti-religious that it cannot bring 1tself to report religious issuss fairly.

7. No one abuses children more than the media.
